1. Purchases should NOT be made until the funding request has been fully approved. ALL purchases will be made by the Technical staff. 

2. The student should complete the PG Engineering Student Project Funding Request Form outlining the resources required (consumables, minor equipment etc.), the purpose of the resources, the service provider and itemised cost of the resource. 

3. The supervisor should confirm the need for the resources to be allocated for the student’s project work by recommending the application, ensuring that the purpose of the request is directly related to the project and that the materials are not already held by the school. 

4. The application must be signed by the student, the supervisor and the Unit Coordinator. 

5. The completed application form should be forwarded to the Business Administrative Officer for further processing and approval.

6. The student and the supervisor will be advised as to the outcome of the application by the Business Administrative Officer – the procurement of the goods/services will be made by the Technical Staff. 

7. Funding request must be received and purchases made prior to 1 December 2021.
